
Utah and U.S. Nonagricultural Job Growth Rates
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Year-over employment growth in Utah 
reached 6.32 percent in the third quarter of 
1994. 

National recession engineered by the Federal 
Reserve. Interest rates were increased to choke off 
inflation.



Private and Public Job Growth Rates
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Private jobs include Goods Producing and Services Producing Industries. Goods Producing Industries include mining, construction and 
manufacturing. All other industries are Services Producing (except for Government). Government Industries include federal, state, and local 
government (including higher and local education).



Goods Producing Industry Jobs
as a Percent of Total Private Employment
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Goods Producing industries are mining, manufacturing, and 
construction. All other industries are Services Producing 
industries (except for Government which has its own 
classification).  The loss of Goods Producing industry jobs in 
the 1980s contributed to lower average annual pay in Utah 
when compared to the Nation.

Downsizing at Geneva Steel and Kennecott Copper, the 
completion of the Intermountain Power Project, changes in 
coal mining technology (lower employment levels), and 
lower oil prices (exploration jobs) all contributed to fewer 
Goods Producing jobs.

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State government jobs include state education 
(higher education employees) and other state 
jobs (State of Utah employees).



Unemployment Rates
 Utah, California and the U.S.
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California recession years 
caused primarily by cutbacks 
in defense related spending.



Utah Jobs as a Percent of U.S. Jobs
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Net out-migration, downsizing at Geneva 
Steel and Kennecott Copper, the completion 
of the Intermountain Power Project, changes 
in coal mining technology (lower employment 
levels), and lower oil prices (exploration jobs) 
all contributed to lower job growth in Utah.

Beginning in 1989 job growth rates in Utah 
exceeded those in California and the 
Nation. Job growth rates continued to 
exceed those in California and the nation 
through 1998.  
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
