
17-16-6.5. Campaign linancial disclosure in
county elections,

(l) (a) By January l, 1996, each county shall
adopt an ordinance esfablishing campaign finance
disclosure requirements for candidates for county
ofifìce.

(b) The ordinance shall include:
(i) a requirement lhat each candidate for county

ofllce report his itemized and toral campaign
contributions and expenditures at least once within
the two w€eks before the election and at least once
within two months after the election;

(ii) a definitìon of "contribution" and expenditu¡e"
that ¡equires reporting of nonmonetary contributions
such as in-kind contributions and contributions of
t,nûihìê rhiñd( ân¡

(iii) a requirement thal l.he lìnancial reports
identiryl

(A) for each contribution ofmore than $50, the
namg ofthe donor ofthe contrìbution and the
amount ofthe contribution; and

(B) for each expenditure, the name of the
recipient and the amount ofthe expenditure.

(2) (a) Exccpt as provided in Subsection (2Xb), if
any county fails to adopt a campaign ñnance
disclosure ordinance by Janùary 1, 1996, candidates
for county offlce shall comply with the financial
reportlng requirements contained in Subsections (3)
through (6).

(b) Il, after August 1, 1995, any county âdopts a
campaign finance ordinance meeting the
requirements of Subsection (l), that county need not
comply with the requirements ofSubsections (3)
through (6).

(3) (a) Except as p¡ovided in Subsection (3Xb),
and ifthere is no county ordinance meeting the
requirements of this section, each candidate fo¡
elective office in any county who ìs not required to
submit a campaign financlal stat€ment to the
lieuterÌant govemo¡ shall hle a signed campaign
financial statement with the county clerkì

(i) seven days befo¡e the date ofthe regular
gen€¡al election, ¡eporting each contribution ofmo¡e
thân $50 and each expenditure as of l0 days before
the date ofthe regular gene¡al election; and

(ir) no late¡ thân 30 days afler the date of the
regular general election.

(b) Ca¡didates for community council offrces are
exempt f¡om the requirements ofthis section.

(4) (a) The statement filed seven days before the
.egular geûe¡al election shall include:

(i) a list ofeach contribution ofmore than S50
received by the cândidate, and the name ofthe
donor;

(ii) an aggregate total ofall contributions of$50
or less received by the candidate; and

(iii) a list ofeach expenditure for political
purposes made during the campaign pe¡iod, and the
recipient of each expenditure.

(b) The statement filed 30 days after the regular
gene¡â[ election shall inclùde:

(i) a list ofeach contribution ofmore than $50
received after the cutoffdate for the statement filed
seven days before the election, and the name ofthe
donor;

(ii) ân aggregate total of all contributions ofS50
or less receiv€d by the candidate after the cutoffdate
for the statement filed seven days before the
election; and

(ìii) a list ofall expendihrres for poliùcal purposes
made by the candidate afte¡ the cutoffdate for th€
statement filed seven days before the election, and
the recipient ofeach expenditure.

(5) Candidates for elective office in any county

who are eliminated at a primary election shall file a
signed campaign financial statement cont¿ining the
info¡mation ¡equired by this

section not Iater than 30 days after the primary
electíon.

(6) Any person ',vho fails to comply with tlÌis
section is guilty ofan infraction.

(7) Counties may, by ordinance, enact
requirements that:

(a) require greater disclosure ofcampaign
contributions and expenditures; and TO

(b) impose addltiorÌal penalties.
(8) (a) Ifa candidate fails to file an interim ¡eport

due before rhe elect¡on. the county clerk shall, aiter
making a reasonable attempt to discover if the report
was timely mailed, inform the appropriate election
officials who:

(i) shall, ifpracticable, remove the name ofthe
candidate by blacking out the candidate's name
befo¡e the ba¡lots a¡e delìvered 10 voters; or

(ii) shall, ifremoving the candidate's name f¡om
the ballot is not practicable, in¡o¡m the voters by any
p¡acticable method fhat the candidate has been
disqualified and that votes cast for the c¿ndids.te will
not be counted; and

(iii) may not count any votes for that candidate.
(b) Notw¡thstanding Subsection (8Xa), a

candidate is not disqualilìed if:
(i) the candidate files the repoñs ¡equired by rhis

section;
(ii) those reports are cornpleted, detailing

accurately and completely the info¡mation requì¡ed
by thìs section except for inadvetent omissions or
insignificant e¡rors or inaccuracies; and

(iii) lhose om¡ss¡ons, enors, or inaccuracies are
corrected in an amended report o¡ in the next
scheduled report.

(c) A report is considered filed il
(i) it is received in the county clerk's office no

later than 5 p.m. on the date that it is due;
(ii) it is received in th€ county clerk's office with a

U.S. Postal Service postmark three days or more
before the date that the report was due; or

(iii) the candidate has p¡oof thar rhe repo¡t was
marled, with appropriate postage and addressing,
three days before the ¡eport was due.

(9) (a) Any private party in interest may briûg a
civil action in district court to enfo¡ce the provisìons
ofthis section or any ordinance adopted under this
secuon.

(b) In a civil action filed under Subsection (9Xa),
the court shall award costs and attomey's fees to the
prevailing pa¡ty.

(10) Notwithstanding any provision ofTitle 63G,
Chapter 2, Govemment Records Access and
Management Act. the county clerk shall:

(a) make each campaig¡ finance statement filed
by a candidate available for public inspection and
copying no later than one business day after the
statement is filed; and

(b) make the campaign ñnance stâtement filed by
a candidate available for public inspection by:

(i) (A) posting an electronic copy or the contents
ofthe statement on the counry's website no later than
seven business days after the statement is filed; and

(B) verifying that the add¡ess ofrhe county's
website has been provided to the lieutenant govemor
¡n order to meeì the requiremenls of Subsection
204-l l-103(5); o¡

(ii) submitting a copy ofrhe statemenr ro rhe
lieutenant govemor for posting on the website
established by the lieutenant govemor unde¡ Section
204- I I - I 03 no later than two busûress days after the
statemeût is filed.
